I also get a bonus every month. My colleagues appreciate me and note my merits. My job description is attached to this letter.
Since I am an expert in the digitalization of metallurgical plants, I am regularly interviewed by major Russian mass media, such as Cnews, Finanz, Expert, Kommersant, TASS.
This application is accompanied by links from major publications with articles where my name appears.
I don’t have any guilt before the law, I pay all taxes on time and drive a car at the permitted speed.

The judge of the Cheremushkinsky District Court of Moscow Rumyantseva E. A., with the participation of the assistant of the Cheremushkinsky Interdistrict Prosecutor of Moscow Rozanova E. D., the convicted Terekhov O. V., with the secretary Zyryanova E. N., having considered the petition byTerekhov O. V. for the removal of the criminal record
In relation to Oleg Vladimirovich Terekhov, born July 19, 1979, in Moscow, citizen of the Russian Federation, with higher education, married, place of work LLC "Diatron", registration address: Moscow, General Tyulenev str., 29, building 4, apartment 118,
Resolved:
The Cheremushkinsky District Court of Moscow received a petition from Terekhov O. V. to remove his criminal record.
Terekhov O. V. was convicted by the sentence of the Nikulinsky District Court of Moscow from February 17, 2005 under Article 330 Part 2 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation to a sentence of 2 / two/years of imprisonment with serving the sentence in a colony-settlement, the term of serving the sentence was calculated from December 16, 2004. By the decision of the Solikamsk City Court of the Perm Region, O. V. Terekhov was conditionally released from serving his sentence for 10 months and 1 day on September 30, 2005.
At the session, the convicted Terekhov O. V. petitioned for the removal of his criminal record, explaining that he fully realized what he had done, repented, and was sure that he would not commit criminal acts in the future.
Prosecutor Romanova E. D. did not object to the satisfaction of the petition, believing that there were no obstacles to the removal of a criminal record in relation to the convicted Terekhov O. V..
The court, having listened to the opinion of the participants in the process, having examined the submitted materials, comes to the conclusion that the petition by Terekhov O. V. must be satisfied on the following grounds.
Terekhov O. V,. after his release from prison during the unserved part of the sentence, regularly appeared for registration in the Department of Internal Affairs of the "Teply Stan" district of Moscow, he was not brought to criminal and administrative responsibility. The sentence imposed by the verdict of the Nikulinsky District Court of Moscow from February 17, 2005, to the convicted Terekhov O. V., has been completed. The court also takes into account the data on the identity of O. V. Terekhov, who for the first time committed  a medium-gravity crime, is currently positively characterized by his place of work and residence. In such circumstances, the court considers it possible to remove the criminal record from the convicted Terekhov O. V..
On the basis of the above, guided by Article 400 of the Criminal Procedure Code of the Russian Federation, the court
DECIDED:
To remove the criminal record from Oleg Vladimirovich Terekhov, convicted by the verdict of the Nikulinsky District Court of Moscow from February 17, 2005 under Article 330 Part 2 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation.
This decision may be appealed to the Judicial Board for criminal Cases of the Moscow City Court within 10 days from the date of its issuance.
