The first Starbucks opens. The name comes from 
Herman Melville’s Moby Dick, a classic American 
novel about the 19th century whaling industry.

Composed of espresso and hot milk, with the 
surface topped with foamed milk. Cream may be 
used instead of milk, often topped with cinnamon

Starbucks expands beyond Seattle, first to the rest 
of the United States, then the entire world. 
Starbucks becomes a publicly traded company.

FRAPPUCCINO . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5.5 $

2000s

Generally thicker than coffee brewed by other 
methods. Has a higher concentration of 
suspended and dissolved solids

Howard Schultz joins Starbucks in 1982. While on a 
business trip in Italy, he visits Milan’s famous 
espresso bars. Impressed with their popularity and 
culture, he sees their potential in Seattle.

Frappuccino is a portmanteau of frappe and 
cappuccino, an espresso coffee with frothed milk. 
Often prepared with various flavorings and toppings

The Starbucks phenomenon continues. As of this 
writing, Starbucks has more than 6,000 locations 
in over 30 countries.

LATTE . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 $

Made with espresso and steamed milk The term 
as used in English is a shortened form of the 
Italian caffè latte, which means milk coffee

MOCHA . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 $

Like a caffè latte, caffè mocha is based on 
espresso and hot milk, but with added chocolate, 
typically in the form of sweet cocoa powder
