Precautions
01. Do not shake or knock the device. Rough handling may lead to damage or missing of the data and failures to play files.

02. Keep the device away from direct sunlight or high temperature, to prevent overheating of the batteries and device body which may cause failures or dangers.

03. Keep the device away from moisture and raindrops. If water gets inside, the wet condition may cause the device to break down or even render it beyond repair. 

04. Do not disconnect the device by self.

05. Keep the device away from sand dusts or environment of dusts.

06. Operating the device near strong radio wave or radioactive rays may affect the performance of the device.

2.1 Product Appearance
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	1
	Power Key
	This is used to power on/off the system.

	2
	Touch Pen
	This is used to click and write on the screen; take it out for using and put it backafterward.  

	3
	Loudspeaker
	This is used to play audio, like navigation prompt voice and music. 

	4
	Bracket
	This is used to brase the unit on the table-board. 

	5
	Reset
	This is used to restart the system.

	6
	Indicator Light
	Bluelight indicates Bluetooth function (Keep light indicates connecting with the unit, flicker indicates disconnecting with the unit); Red light indicates charging; Green light indicates the charging is complete. 

	7
	Earphone slot
	This is used to connect a stereo earphone. 

	8
	TF/MMC Card Slot
	Inside holds a TF/MMC memory card that stores the map software, map data, and user files. Do not take if out during operation. [Caution] If you pull out the card accidentally, press the reset key to activate the system again. 

	9
	USB Interface
	This is used to communicate with a computer via the USB cable. 

	10
	AV-IN
	This is used to connect with the car rearview system.


2.2 Power Supply and Charging of a Navigator

When the GPS navigator is used for the first time or no used for a long time, the butteries must be completely charged with a USB cable.
2.2.1 Power supply
The navigator can be powered in two ways, i.e. batteries and the chagrer adaptror. 
When not connected to the charger adapter, the GPS navigator is powered by the lithium batteries. The power icon [ [image: image7.jpg]


 ] on the top right corner of the system interface indicates the remaining battery power.
When connected to the charger adapter, the GPS navigator is powered by the external power.
[Note] This navigator uses built-in, not the removable lithium polymer battery power supply. Generally (for example, backlight brightness setting is low), completely fills the electricity, the battery can supply power continually about for 3 hours. It regards you to use the GPS to decide, battery's actual supply time will be different. Some functions (audio, video, high luminance back light) must consume the massive electrical energies, will obviously reduce power supply time.
[Caution]Do not disassemble, pierce, collide or discard the battery in the fire or water. The battery can burst, blast, or release danger chemical substance.
2.2.2 Charging with a power adapter
Used for the first time or no used for a long time, the GPS navigator must be completely charged by a USB charger adaptor.
1. Connect the DC terminal of the adapter to the power terminal on the bottom side of a GPS navigator.
2. Connect the other terminal to the power socket to charge and power the navigator at the same time.
[Note] Please charge the navigator for more than one hour the first time when you use it. 
[Note] If the charging indicator flashes in red, it indicates the navigator is charging. The indicator will flash in green when the device is completely charged.
[Note] Please charge the battery in time when the power is insufficient or exhausted in the future. Please keep battery for at least a haft of capacity and store it in cool and dry environment if you won’t use if for long time. 
2.2.3 Charging with a vehicle power adaptor
1. Connect one end of the vehicle adapter to the USB interface of the GPS navigator.
2. Connect the other end to vehicle cigarette lighter to power and charge the GPS navigators at the same time.
[Caution] Please plug the vehicle adapter after the car is started, avoiding damages to the navigator caused the instant current at start time.
2.3 Basic Operation
2.3.1 Switching on/off
1. Powr on: Press and hold the power key to turn on the unit.

[Caution] When taking the unit from one place to another place, please wait until the unit conform to the environment, as big fluctuation of humidity would cause short circuit inside the unit.
2. Power off: press and hold the power key, it would prompts Shut down or Sleep. If you just leave the unit for a while you may select Sleep; If you will leave the unit for long time, pelase select Shut.    . 

2.3.2 Restarting the system
When the system have no response, press power switch key to shut the system and restart the system.
[Reference] The following cases may cause system failure:
1. Delay and stagnation occur while switching over images;
2. Overlong running time fails to activate the click function;
3. Can’t switch on/off the unit by pressing the power switch. 
[Caution] If the system fails, you will miss the system information not yet saved by restarting the system. Please backup the data regularly.
2.3.3 Using the vehicle bracket to fix a navigator
A vehicle bracket is composed of a bracket and a support. Please fix the device using the vehicle bracket onto the front windshield or dashboard while using the GPS navigator in vehicle.

[Caution] Place the vehicle bracket carefully. Ensure the GPS navigator would not block your driving vision. Ensure the navigator is fixed instead of being placed randomly. Do not fix it where the air bag is placed. Do not place it within the bag's inflation range.
2.3.4 Using a touch pen

The touch pen is used to operate the GPS navigator. Please keep it well.

1. Click: Click the screen once with the nib.

2. Double click: Click the screen twice quickly with the nib.

3. Dragging: Click one place with the nib, then, moves the nib.

[Caution] The touch pen with a broken nib, ballpoint pen, as well as any sharp and rough objects may scratch and damage the LCD screen. Please use a touch pen with a nib in good condition. Do not use the touch pen if the nib is broken.

3.2 GPS Navigator 
The GPS navigator is applicable for several navigation map softwares. The navigation system pinpoints location of mobile devices by usesing the GPS satellite signal receivers, and displayed in the navigation electronic map. After the user setting the destination, the system will calculate an optimal path automatically to help users reach their destination secure and fast.

The system makes you to fully enjoy the charm of the navigation system by a variety of ways of visual maps, real-time animation, voice prompts, text prompts, etc., and enjoy a pleasant journey

Different navagation maps have difeerent operation steps. Please refer to the instruction of the corresponding navagtion map.
[Note] Before using the navigation function, please purchase the relative map softwares, and specify the route of the map software in the SETTING menu of the navigator. 

3.2.1 Read before using the navigation function
3.2.1.1 About map

Due to the development of the transportation, the information in the navigator may differ from the actual transportation even if you are using the latest navigation map. Please drive according to the actual traffic conditions, and comply with the rules and traffic control. 

3.2.1.2 About Navigation

The navigator provides navigating routes for your reference. Please decide if you want to drive by compling the route yourself. The route that you are familiar with may be more efficient than the route the navigator suggets. 

3.2.1.3 About signals

Factors such as Tall and dense buildings (such as tunnels, between the high-rise buildings, underground car park under the viaduct), weather changes or OFF etc. may affect the signal reception, which results in the navigator can’t position or porsition not veracious, makes the navigation operation failed or functions out gear.
