Everybody knows how hard it is for parents to talk a child into consulting a dentist. And it can be easily explained, because little children don’t like feeling pain and are especially afraid of unknown negative senses during the treatment. 
Human dental germs are formed even before his birth, somewhere between the 7th and the 12th weeks after conception. But the baby begins teething only somewhere between the 6th and the 12th months. A child finishes cutting usually by 2 years, when his digestive organs are ready to digest denser food. If there are still no teeth at this age, parents should be worried to bring their child to consult a dentist. 

However it is better to plan the first visit to a dentist a bit earlier, at the age of 1-1,5 years. At this stage a dentist observes the process of cutting teeth and forming a temporary occlusion, gives advice about teeth and oral cavity care, reminds the parents about  preventive examinations and procedures. During the examination a dentist will surely advice parents which tooth paste and tooth brush to buy for a child, teach a child how to clean the teeth correctly and parents how to control this cleaning. 

So why take care and clean temporary teeth if they will naturally be replaced by molar teeth anyway? This question is often asked by parents. Temporary teeth are structurally similar to molar teeth, but their tissues are much softer and thus more vulnerable. More than that, pathological processes in temporary teeth tissues are so impetuous that an affected tooth simply “dies” even before sharp pain may indicate that the tooth is bad. That’s why constant control and thorough care after temporary teeth are of crucial importance.
