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On January, 20 The State Duma adopted on first reading a bill "On Radioactive Waste Management (RW)" introduced  by the Government of Russia. The task of the bill is  to make Russia's position was ratified by the RF legislation in 2005, "Joint Convention on the Safety of Spent Fuel Management and on the Safety of Radioactive Waste Management. The adoption of the bill would not require additional costs in the federal budget and the budget funds, except funds provided for the disposal of radioactive waste of the federal target program "Ensuring nuclear and radiation safety for the year 2008 and until 2015" and other targets and other programs with activities on radioactive waste, much of which has accrued since the Soviet era in the military nuclear project.

"I am sure that the adoption of the bill on the management of radioactive waste will seriously alleviate the problems of storing radioactive waste - as accumulated from the Soviet era, and those that have appeared recently. According to Rosatom State Corporation, in the territory of Russia has been accumulated about 550 million tons of radioactive waste. It must be borne in mind that according to the accepted in April 2006, the Joint Convention on the Safety of Spent Nuclear Fuel (SNF) and the Safety of Radioactive Waste Management the government is  ultimately responsible for ensuring the safety of radioactive waste management. And it is logical that the bill is aimed at creating a unified state system of dealing with radioactive waste. 

 Upon recommendation of the state corporation "Rosatom" a national operator will be designated - the only authority entitled to receive and disposal. National operator performs key functions: acceptance for storage, infrastructure development, registration and maintenance of the inventory, forecasting, and the volume of radioactive waste. 
Environmental groups argue that "the project aims primarily to address the parochial interests of the Rosatom state corporation and absolutely it is not in the national interests of Russia. This position is a good occasion to declare itself, an opportunity for self-praise, but it is not constructive. 

I believe that the law is extremely important for the state and for future generations. " 
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
