“TVEL” Company  Appointed vice-presidents represented by V.Nazarenko and V.Fedoseev 

Vice-presidents of “TVEL” JSC concurrently appointed head of “Engineering Center "Russian gas centrifuge" (EC "RGC") Victor Nazarenko, head of "United Company" JSC separation sublimated complex "(“OK RSK” JSC), Vladimir Fedoseev. According to “TVEL” report, CEOs have been appointed vice-presidents in order to optimize procedures for making administrative decisions in the establishment on the basis of TVEL Fuel Company. 

As previously reported, the main task of creating a fuel company is the optimal structure alignment of business management of Russia's nuclear fuel center. 

At the first stage Fuel Company will combine the company for the production of gas centrifuges, separation-sublimated plant and fuel fabrication. 

Recall, in November 2009 “Rosatom” State Corporation approved the decision to establish Fuel Company on the basis of TVEL company. This decision was taken in the implementation of measures to restructure the Nuclear Power Industry in order to improve its efficiency. On the first phase of restructure the    transfer of shares by "combined company" sublimated separation complex in favor of TVEL Company will be carried. In addition, 100% of "Engineering Center" Russian gas centrifuges” shares will be transferred to TVEL. It was planned to conduct during 2010 Necessary corporate action to create a fuel company.
OK "RSK" is 100 percent "affiliated company" of  Atomenergoprom " and it consolidates 100% of shares of sublimated  separation plants (Angarsk Electrolysis Chemical Plant, PA" Electrochemical Plant ", the Ural Electrochemical Plant, and " Siberian Chemical Combine "JSC). 

 "Engineering Center"  Russian gas centrifuges " JSC includes enterprises of nuclear industry involved in the development and production of the main (gas centrifuges), and auxiliary equipment for the separated  enterprises - " Vladimir Production Association Tochmash " ,  " Kovrov Mechanical Plant " JSC, " OKB-Nizhny Novgorod " JSC, “Centrotech SPb” JSC,  "Novouralsk research and design center"LLC, "Novouralsk Instrument-Making Plant"LLC, "Ural Plant of gas centrifuges” JSC.
TVEL is Russia’s state-run corporation, part of the three leading producers of nuclear fuel. 100% of the company is owned by holding company Atomenergoprom.  TVEL’s nominal capital currently stands at 6.098 million rubles  and is divided into an equivalent number of ordinary shares of 1 USD. Among the subsidiaries are TVEL Chepetsk Mechanical Plant "JSC(Glazov, Udmurt Republic), “ Machine-Building Plant” JSC (Moscow region, Elektrostal), "Novosibirsk Chemical Concentrates Plant”  JSC (Novosibirsk). Corporation provides with the fuel the needs of 74 different types of power reactors in Russia and 14 countries in Europe and Asia.
