On January, 20 The State Duma adopted on first reading a bill "On Radioactive Waste Management (RW)" introduced  by the Government of Russia. The task of the bill is  to make Russia's position was ratified by the RF legislation in 2005, "Joint Convention on the Safety of Spent Fuel Management and on the Safety of Radioactive Waste Management. The adoption of the bill would not require additional costs in the federal budget and the budget funds, except funds provided for the disposal of radioactive waste of the federal target program "Ensuring nuclear and radiation safety for the year 2008 and until 2015" and other targets and other programs with activities on radioactive waste, much of which has accrued since the Soviet era in the military nuclear project. 

Felix Alekseev, Distinguished Environmentalist of Russia, Kaliningrad Regional Duma deputy: 

Of course, this bill was passed only on first reading, and a number of questions on it still exist, but in general, he has created a positive impression in me. I find it very important an idea of making unified national system for radioactive waste. Of course, it will be very difficult and long procedure, but it is a step forward. On example of our region I dare say that when we did a radio gamma radiation survey of our area and found numerous sources of ionizing radiation, then we long puzzled what to do with them and where to store. Also we were pleased that you entered the function of a single national operator for radioactive waste management. 

All this is very timely steps. In general, we liked the bill very much, and perhaps many of the issues and challenges in this very dangerous area, he decided. If it does not remain on the paper, but will actually act, in the nuclear sphere it  is a step forward  for our state
