On January, 20 The State Duma adopted on first reading a bill "On Radioactive Waste Management (RW)" introduced  by the Government of Russia. The task of the bill is  to make Russia's position was ratified by the RF legislation in 2005, "Joint Convention on the Safety of Spent Fuel Management and on the Safety of Radioactive Waste Management. The adoption of the bill would not require additional costs in the federal budget and the budget funds, except funds provided for the disposal of radioactive waste of the federal target program "Ensuring nuclear and radiation safety for the year 2008 and until 2015" and other targets and other programs with activities on radioactive waste, much of which has accrued since the Soviet era in the military nuclear project. 

Yuri Faleychik, chairman of the Committee on Environment, ecology and agriculture of the Legislative Assembly of Irkutsk region, the head of the Public Council on the safe use of nuclear energy in the Irkutsk region: 

Adoption of law on the treatment of radioactive waste is an important step in solving of one of the most pressing issues of nuclear power. A system of radioactive waste, which would not allow their accumulation is been created.
The bill makes it clear that the polluter pays for everything. Special fund which will accumulate funds allocated for the safe disposal of radioactive waste is been made. Thus, this process will have executors, and the necessary finance. In developing the bill such things like relevant international experience, the possibility of advanced domestic technology were took to the account so its adoption was welcome. 

Of course, radioactive waste management is a very serious process that should take place under the control of public authorities, environmental organizations. Last time we have been usually watching these mechanisms in practice - the establishment of community councils on atomic energy in different regions for the confirmation of this - but we need to fix the scheme of social control at the legislative level.
